NOTE: About the Virginia Lottery

Nearly 95 cents of each dollar spent on the Virginia
Lottery by players goes back to the Commonwealth
in the form of contributions to education, prizes and
retailer commissions. Since 1999, all Virginia Lottery
profits have been designated solely to K-12 public
school education in the Commonwealth. In that time, the Lottery has
turned over more than $4 billion for Virginia's public schools. The
latest annual profits of $439.1 million currently represent about 7
percent of state funding for public education in Virginia. In 21 years,
the Lottery has sold more than $21.1 billion in tickets, awarded more
than $1.1 billion in retailer commissions and paid more than $11.6
